Spotting errors means finding the error in given sentence. It is a
very important topic in competitive exams.

To solve these types of questions, a candidate must have a
cood knowledge of the basic rules of grammar. The errors

;nay be related to the different parts of speech like Articles,
Noun, Pronoun, Adjective, Verb, Adverb, Preposition,
Conjunction, Tenses etc.

In these types of questions, candidates are required to find out
the part of the sentence which has an error and mark that part as
the answer in the answer sheet. In case there is no error, the
candidate has to mark the option which says ‘No error’ in the
answer sheet.

Articles

A, An and The are called articles.
¢ ‘A’ and ‘An’ are called indefinite articles.
+ ‘The’ is called definite article.

Use of Indefinite Articles ‘A’ and ‘An’
1. ‘A’ is used before singular countable nouns with a
consonant sound or starting with consonants.
e.g. A bag, A cow, A university etc.

2. 'An’ is used before singular countable nouns with a
vowel sound or starting with a consonant with a vowel
sound.

€.g. An hour, An apple, An umbrella etc.

Use of Definite Article ‘The'
1. “The’ can be used before a singular or plural noun both
which is obvious or clear.
e.g. The pen is on the table which I have gifted you.
2. With musical instrument
e.g. The guitar, The violin, The drums etc.
The guitar is my favourite instrument.

3. With the name of rivers, seas, oceans, mountain ranges etc.

e.g- The Yamuna, The Indian Ocean, The Himalayas
etc.

The Yamuna is a sacred river in Hinduism.
4. With the directions

e.g. The East, The North-West

I was told to walk in the East direction.

5. With newspapers, magazines and epics
e.g. The Times of India, The India Today, The Bible etc.
The Times of India is an English daily newspaper.

6. With unique things
e.g. The Sun, The Moon, The Taj Mahal etc.
The Taj Mahal was built by the Mughal emperor, Shah
Jahan.

7. With the superlative degree of adjectives
e.g. The biggest, The most etc.
Jupiter is the biggest planet in our solar system.

Narendra Modi is the Prime Minister of India.

Active and Passive Voice

Voice is that form of a verb which shows whether the subject
of the verb does something or has something done to it

Kinds of Voice
There are two kinds of voice
1. Active Voice It is the voice where the subject performs the

action denoted by the verb. In other words, in Active
voice, subject is the doer of the action.

e.g. He plays cricket.
2. Passive Voice It is the voice where action is done upon the

subject. In this voice, the subject is no longer active, but
is, instead being acted upon by the verb.

e.g. Cricket is played by him.

General Rules to Change the Voice
1. (i) The passive voice of an active voice is formed by
using the verb ‘to be’. However, the original active
verb must be converted into past participle.
(ii) Object may be placed before the verb in passive

expression.

* In conclusion, the construction of these sentences may
be represented s follows

(i) Subject + Intransitive verb (Active)

Narration is the presentation of any statement either in the
words of the speaker or in the words of any other person.

Kinds of Narration

There are two kinds of Narration

1. Direct Narration '

Direct narration is a kind of speech which is reported by some
other person exactly in the words spoken by the speaker. This
speech is placed within 7nverted commas.

e.g. She said to him, “I shall give you money.”

2. Indirect Narration
In this form, the actual words of the speaker are transformed

and said/written in a simple manner.

e.g. She rold him that she would give him money.
